6. Discussion also was centered on the current status of the concrete

    repair agreement with Pierson. This company now appears to be

    failing to fulfill their agreement to show good faith in repairing

    the concrete conditions that exists as a result of their previous

    work. Ryan Bach has agreed to contact the Water Valley HOA

    and Company management to assist in resolving this lapse in

    support.
